LESSON 1: A POEM


These instructions and suggestions below relate to LESSON 1 prepared by the ITALIAN Partner


The poem San Martino can be found in the Italian cultural box. It is included in the presentation called Poetry in our hearts.

There is also an audio file. It is in the folder called “Videos and Music files”. The name of the file is “Matymartino”. A modern music version of the poem can be found on the web. To find it, visit www.youtube.com/watch?v=G1ws7XOhToo.

In the folder called “Carducci and Castagneto” you can also find additional material, part of which is provided in different foreign languages.

· Focus the students’ attention on the photos used as a background in the presentation. This will familiarise them with the places.

· Use the warm-up activity presented in the lesson if you wish. 
· Present the poem. Use the English version of the lesson.
· Help the students analyse the poem. 

Use the notes presented in the paragraph “About the poem”.

Focus on the different types of atmosphere we can feel throughout the poem and stress how familiar scenes, smells, sounds and flavours have the power to soothe a person’s spirit.


Depending on your students’ age, you can choose the following activities suggested in the lesson:

· They can draw a sketch for each stanza.
· They can provide an English version of a similar poem in their own language and highlight similarities and differences with the Italian poem.

· They can write a short poem inspired by a place that is dear to their hearts.
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
