LESSON 3: LE MIE DONNE


These instructions and suggestions below relate to LESSON 3 prepared by the ITALIAN Partner


Refer to the presentation called “Modern Art in Sesto”. Present the section called “ITCG and ISA for Choir”.


Show the decorations on the photocopies of the students’ projects.


Use the copy of the decoration of Agata by Gio Ponti as a model.

 
Tell the students they have to reproduce Agata’s figure.


They should see Agata as if she were a representation of Europe.
Then ask them to add symbols of the countries that are in the project and produce their own project for the decoration of a plate as the Italian students did.


N.B. Should you find it difficult or time-consuming to activate any of the previous
lessons in your classes, you could substitute any of them with a recipe.

Invite your students to try “Schiacciata alla Fiorentina” “Fiorentina Cake”.
The recipe can be found in the presentation called “Let’s eat!”
